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Earlier this year Jill and Terry Wilson and I attended a Summer School on Hieroglyphics at Liverpool University.  The course ran for five days from Monday to Friday and combined the Beginners and Intermediate classes.  As we did not want to travel to Liverpool daily we stayed five nights in a Premier Inn at a cost of £29 a night.  Added to this the cost of meals, plus the course which was £150 and things start to get expensive.  
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Now.... While on the course we had plenty of time to chat to the course Director Glenn Godenho and Head of Department Mark Collier, they informed us that they were keen to establish an outreach facility with Egyptology Societies as a target.  So it was suggested that a Saturday Day School on Hieroglyphics could be organised locally, i.e., Chesterfield Library in 2012 with one of the tutors travelling from Liverpool.  As yet there is no format for the day but we are aiming for 4 one hour sessions and although a costing has been made of approximately £25 which includes a buffet lunch and two interval refreshments, it would be helpful to know how many members would be interest. 
If the interest is there and the Day School proves a success then obviously more classes could be planned.  As 2012 is the Society’s 20th Anniversary the Committee agreed it was a good idea to ask the membership if a Day School was worth considering. (This is in addition to the Society’s main Anniversary Day School)
